Understanding the road 

safety week history helps us realise why this national observance is so important today. Road Safety 

Week 2026 in India is not just a campaign; it is a collective reminder to adopt safer behaviour on roads, 

protect lives, and build long-term awareness among citizens. Organisations such as Safety Circle 

India actively support these initiatives by promoting structured safety awareness and training across 

workplaces and communities.  

The National Road Safety Month (RSM) observance was initiated by the Ministry of Road Transport & 

Highways (MoRTH), Govt. of India. With a view to supplementing the efforts of the Ministry, the Council 

from the year 2011 started promoting the week/month among its members. To observe the week/month, NSC 

produces promotional materials like cloth banners, safety posters, pocket guides, safety films, etc. to help its 

Members / Patrons to observe National Road Safety Month every year effectively. 

From the year 2021, the MoRTH has announced the observance of National Road Safety Month from 18th 

January to 17th February vide their circular No. RT-25029/01/2020-RS dated 17th December 2020.

What Is Road Safety Week and Why Does It Matter?  

It is a nationwide awareness campaign that aims to reduce road accidents by educating road users about 

traffic rules, safe driving habits, and pedestrian safety. The focus is on creating responsible behaviour among 

drivers, riders, and even children.  

When talking about it, it is important to note that it targets all age groups. From school programs to corporate 

road safety sessions, the goal is to reduce negligence, over speeding, drunk driving, and non-use of helmets 

or seatbelts. With growing traffic and urbanisation, such initiatives have become even more essential than 

earlier.  

Road Safety Week History in India  

To stem the alarming rise in road accidents across the country, the initiative was started, the Ministry of Road 

Transport and Highways (MoRTH). This has been going on for years and slowly transforming from mere 

awareness programmes into a strong and large-scale movement including all the players of the government, 

NGOs, schools, and private organisations.  

If you ask when it was started in India, it was already late 1980s when the country took the initiative to make 

a plan and carry out the national observance in a structured way in the 1990s. The scope has further widened 

to include not only online campaigns, social media marketing, but also people’s gathering at the grass-root 

level.  

The history of road safety is a mirror of India’s transformation from a reactive system of accident 

management to one that is proactive in prevention through education and enforcement.  

 

Objectives of Road Safety Week 2026  

When discussing about the road safety, the objectives are clear and practical:  

• Reduce road accidents and fatalities  

• Promote adherence to traffic rules  

• Encourage use of helmets and seatbelts  

• Spread awareness on pedestrian and cyclist safety  

• Educate young drivers on responsible behaviour  

Organisations such as Safety Circle India support these objectives by delivering professional safety training, 

workshops, and compliance programs that align with national road safety goals.  
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Important Road Safety Rules 

• Always wear a helmet on two-wheelers 

• Always use a seat belt in cars 

• Follow traffic signals and road signs 

• Do not drive under the influence of alcohol 

• Avoid using mobile phones while driving 

• Maintain speed limits 

• Give priority to pedestrians 

Key Themes and Focus Areas for Road Safety Week 2026  

Each year, road safety highlight’s specific themes. In 2026, it is set to concentrate on the following areas:  

• Speed management and lane discipline  

• Drunk and distracted driving prevention  

• Child and school zone safety  

• Commercial vehicle and workplace road safety  

• Emergency response and first aid awareness  

These focus areas help translate awareness into real-world behavioural change.  

National Road Safety Month Theme 2026: “Sadak Suraksha Jeevan Raksha” 

The official theme for 2026 remains “Sadak Suraksha Jeevan Raksha” (Road Safety, Life Protection). This 

theme underscores that safety on the road is the fundamental prerequisite for protecting human life. 

The Road Safety Campaign India 2026 focuses on: 

• Vulnerable Road Users: Prioritising the safety of pedestrians, cyclists, and two-wheeler riders. 

• Technology Integration: Promoting the use of ADAS, ABS, and AI-based traffic monitoring. 

• Zero Fatality Vision: Aligning with the global goal of reducing road deaths by 50% by 2030. 

Activities for Road Safety Week Across India  

This can really be beneficial through well-thought-out activities that ensure the public’s attention. Some of 

the activities that are organized regularly are:  

• VR-based training  

• Safety games  

• Simulator-based learning  

• Kahoot interactive quizzes  

• Workstation activity  

• Drunk buster  

• Canopy activity  

• Backdrop carnival  

• Stage carnival  

• Sear belt convincer  

• Shop floor activity  

• Participation in plant mela  

Many corporates and institutions collaborate with safety experts to design impactful awareness 

activities. Safety Circle India often contributes by supporting organisations with structured safety programs, 

toolkits, and expert-led sessions.  

When practical activities are embedded into safety programmes, awareness shifts from theory to daily habits.  

Role of Schools, Corporates, and Communities  

It would be imperfect to discuss road safety without referring to the community involvement. Schools are 

essential since they educate children at an early age and the corporates are concerned with the safety of 

commuting employees and fleet management.

According to the history of road safety, successful campaigns have always included the 

cooperation of the government, the work of the private organisations, and non-governmental organisations.

Campaigns 

supported by experts such as Safety Circle India ensure that awareness translates into safer habits, not just 

temporary compliance.

To truly honour the legacy of past road safety initiatives, organisations should focus on:  

• Continuous training beyond one week  

• Data-driven risk assessment

• Leadership involvement in safety messaging

Building a Culture of Safety on Indian Roads  

The 2026 national road safety observance is more than a calendar event; it is a reminder of our shared 

responsibility on the road. By understanding the road safety week history, participating in meaningful 

activities, and reinforcing safe habits year-round, India can move closer to safer roads for all. With 

professional guidance and long-term safety strategies supported by Safety Circle India, organisations and 

individuals can make road safety awareness truly impactful and lasting.  

Road Safety Rules and Guidelines in India 

Road safety is governed by the Motor Vehicles Act and various MoRTH notifications. Key guidelines 

emphasized during the 2026 campaign include: 

Protective Gear: Compulsory BIS-certified helmets for both riders and passengers, mandatory seatbelts for 

all car occupants. 

The 4Es Strategy: 

• Engineering: Fixing “Black Spots” (accident-prone areas) and improving road signage. 

• Education: Massive awareness drives in schools and colleges via the MyBharat portal. 

• Enforcement: Strict action against over-speeding, drunk driving, and mobile phone usage while 

driving. 

• Emergency Care: Enhancing the “Golden Hour” response through the National Highway Accident

Road safety is not only the government’s responsibility. Every citizen must: 

• Follow traffic rules strictly 

• Be patient and disciplined while driving 

• Spread awareness among family and friends 

• Report unsafe road conditions 

National Road Safety Month Objectives 

The Ministry of Road Transport and Highways (MoRTH) has outlined clear objectives for the 2026 

campaign: 

• Sensitization: To make every citizen a “Road Safety Ambassador.” 

• Training: Conducting refresher courses for commercial drivers and health check-ups (especially eye 

tests). 

• Accountability: Strengthening the District Road Safety Committees led by MPs and MLAs. 

• Good Samaritan Awareness: Encouraging bystanders to help accident victims without fear of legal 

or procedural hassles. 

The significance of this month lies in: 

• Economic Impact: Road accidents cause a loss of approximately 3.14% of India’s GDP annually. 

• Demographic Protection: About 70% of road fatalities occur in the age group of 18–45 years, the 

most productive segment of the population. 

• Policy Advocacy: It pushes for the implementation of the Motor Vehicles (Amendment) Act 2019, 

which introduced stricter penalties and the “Good Samaritan” law. 

 

Road Safety Week is a reminder that safety on roads saves lives. By adopting responsible behavior and 

following traffic rules, we can reduce accidents and build a safer India.
